DETAILE SPECS OF FABRICATION TO BE CARRIED OUT.

1. Floor:
Floor would not be left punctured for installations. Special molded F/G or MDF flooring base. The floor would be carpetexfiwit
slip, stain resistant, water proof and washable special coating vinyl sheet

2. Partition Wall:
Partition wall between the driver and patient compartment would be made of fibergtasall window would be given in between
the driver and patient compartment with a binlplace with sliding glass for communication.

3. Ceiling Panet
Made of fiber glass material with internal LED lights, one long grip handle along the length of ceiling made of SS omAluminu
properly reinforced and option for holding two IV hooks with @wing belts in ceiling or side panel.

4. Side Utility Panel:

Made ofFiber Glass (FG) molded material on the right side. Having dedicated O2 system having two outlets, O2 alarm system, O2
cylinder changeover system and electrical system having all switches and sockets for 12 V & 220 V, having 220 V inverter.

5. Electrical Wiring:

All electrical wiring of ambulatory compartment would be of wiring harness system with no joint and taping having allbconnect
system and having a separate fuse box for each operation. All wires would be of 10mm, 8 mm and 6 mnweizid dedf fire

retardant and high temperature resistant, material. There would be a 220 volts imported inverter of 1500 watts approximately.



6. Oxygen Supply System:

Brand new imported oxygen cylinders of approx. 10 liter capacity duly tested, ceatififilled by Government approved company,
with low oxygen alarm system, changeover system and oxygen supply hose made of resilient, reinforced plastics to retain its
flexibility in cold & un-crack able in heat up to 65°C with brass sockets and connatiogswith pressure regulator for cylinders
Oxygen would be delivered through two outlets on the panel and one outlet over the attendant bench (forl padieitijna
with flow meters and face masks.

7. One Person Crew Seat:
One crew foldableest fixed to the body of the vehicle with waist seat belt, at the head end of patient with best quality artificial
leather or fabric.

9. Medical Cabinet:

Made of high quality nonstaining scratch resistant, rust proof, water proof Fiber Glass niagdritront doors & drawers having
double side finished with setétaining recessed handles. All doors having closable imported surface hinges. Cabinet having four
sections.

a. Oxygen Section:
To accommodate two M.F size O2 cylinders, would have dostielel brackets with rubber padding. The door having flkes
window, an internal light with a door switch. Floor of cabinet matted with vinyl flooring.

b. Disposable Section:
Disposable section having 3 to 4 shelves for various disposables.

c. Drawers Section:
Having 3 to 5 drawers (depending upon the size of vehicle). All drawers inside made of Fiber Glass material. All driaagers hav
special self closing&self retaining catcher handle lock system which is not selfbjEeduring emergency driwg.

d. Wash Basin Section:

This section having special molded wash basin with tap, having a water reservoir of 15 to 20 Liters capacity. Water should be
dispensable through an electrical pump operated with a switch. Top of the cabinet having rogedéd@iners. One soap
dispenser & one toilet roll holder to be provided.

10. Side Cabinet Shelf for AED, Monitor and Suction unit:
Made of completely FG material on right side of the vehicle starting from the end of main cabinet and doctor sesrttetiggh of
right side, one top shelf having capacity to accommodate AED, Monitor, Emergency bag etc. if any.

11. Bleeding Kit Packed in Kidney Tray:
